Cookie Recipe of the Month 

Gingerbread Foxes 

3 1/4 cups flour 3/4 tsp baking soda 

3/4 cup butter 1 egg 

1/2 cup dark-brown sugar (packed) 

1Tbsp ginger 1Tbsp cinnamon 

1/2 tsp ground cloves 

1/2 tsp nutmeg 1/2 tsp salt 

1/4 tsp finely ground black pepper 

1/2 cup molasses 

 

1. Sift flour, baking soda and spices in large 

bowl. Set aside. 

2. Cream butter and sugar until fluffy. Mix in 

egg and molasses. Gradually stir in flour 

mixture. 

3. Wrap in plastic and chill for 1 hour or 

overnight. 

4.Roll dough 1/8 in thick and cut into fox 

shapes. Place on ungreased baking sheet. 

Bake at 350°for 8-10 minutes. 

5. Cool thoroughly.  Decorate as desired. Pack 

in box. Mail to OPSO (the XO can’t have all 

the cookies).
